Swiss Teams Gold Point event with five 12 board matches and four 14 board
matches.

Players wishing to compete in an Under Life Master Team must be under
Life Master as at 1 January 2015, however one person of Life Master status
(ie under Bronze Life Master) is permitted per team.

The Venue
The Adelaide Showgrounds are located on Goodwood Road at Wayville,

about 2 km south-west of Adelaide city centre. The Ridley Centre is a
modern building with air-conditioning and good natural light.

Public Transport

The venue is well-served by public transport. Travel to Bus Stop 2 on
Goodwood Road via bus routes G10 / W91 / G20 / G30 / G40 , which
leave King William Street in the city at regular intervals. Or catch the
Seaford or Belair line train to the Showgrounds station or the tram to
Leader Street.

Parking

On-site parking is available at $8 per day. Entry is via Rose Terrace (to the
north). We have been able to source a number of 5-day parking passes for

Catering
